VaproTape Joint Guidelines and Troubleshooting Solutions
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If there is a lot of movement between joints, first apply VaproTape 
Double-Sided on the joint.  Then apply VaproTape.  The combination absorbs 
movements better than one layer of VaproTape. 

4. SCREWS AND NAILS

VaproTape is self-sealing fusing to the penetrating screw or nail shank.  It will 
not shrink overtime. 

6. WINDOW FRAMES

Use a minimum of 3” wide VaproTape to seal window frames.  
VaproTape will last the life of the window.

1. FLAT JOINTS

There must be no less than 1” of VaproTape on each side of a joint.  
Use a minimum of 2” VaproTape.

VaproTip - In cooler climates and colder weather, keep the tape warm for easier application. 
VaproTip - All VaproTapes work best when applied using a pressure roller.

3. GAPPY JOINTS

First fill gappy joints with a non-solvent based caulking OR roll VaproTape 
Double-Sided into a rope and press it into the gap.  Do NOT use a solvent 
based sealant which can attack VaproTape.  

5. UNEVEN JOINTS

Do NOT stretch VaproTape. Lay it gently. VaproTape has no memory 
therefore it requires less expertise in these situations.

7. INTERNAL CORNERS

Internal corners are patched with VaproTape.  

Note: VaproTape Double-Sided can also be used in-between a corner made of 
different materials.
